* What does it teach us about God'’s will?
* What does it teach about our own will and priorities?

Tuesday:
Read: 2 Corinthians 8:9



What does this verse teach us about Jesus' priorities?
What did Jesus give up for us?

What did we gain through His actions?

How does this verse challenge us to live?

Wednesday:
Read: Philippians 2:5-8
* What part of this passage stands out to you today?
* What does it to reveal to you about God?
* How does it challenge you to go and live today?

Thursday:
Read: Matthew 27:27-50
« Jesus provides an example of self-sacrifice, humility and
generosity within this passage.
* Pray today for God’s Spirit to strengthen and guide you in
following Jesus’ example.

Friday:
Read: Matthew 27:27-50
* Read the passage a second time, slowly.
* What part of this passage stands out to you today?
* What does it reveal to you about God?
* How can you go and live differently, as a result?
