Read: | Corinthians 15:35-58

* What part of this passage stands out to you today?
» What does it teach us about God?
* What does it teach about the hope we have in Jesus?

* How does it challenge you to go and live today in light of
that hope?

Thursday:
Read: Ephesians 1:17-23

* What does this passage reveal about God's character?
« What does it reveal about Jesus’ authority?
